Education 256B Special topics in development—Cognitive consequences of classroom discourse.

Talk is central to every classroom.  Everyone intuitively understands that classroom discourse has consequences for what and how students learn.  This course will:

· Investigate the various psychological and developmental theories that explain the roles and value that talk has within the learning process

· Detail the conditions necessary to promote certain kinds of discourse within a classroom (including both the classroom culture and the role of the teacher)

· Explore the agency of students within classroom discourse and various configurations for peer-to-peer learning

· Outline the types of discourse that are valued by the disciplines (e.g. math, science, literacy, etc.) and what classroom versions of professional discourse might look like

The seminar will be discussion based and data driven.  We will examine these topics both by discussing the relevant literature and by analyzing video recordings of classroom interactions.   Some video cases will be provided, but to the extent possible I plan to ask seminar participants to bring in their own data for group analysis.
